Operation Encompass aims to ensure all children 
experiencing domestic abuse receive timely support in 
their school. This means where the police are called to a 
domestic disturbance and the children are present the 
school will be notified before the start of the following 
school day. 

 

At Overdale Infant School we are here to support both children and families all the time but 
particularly in times of need. We can provide a safe place for families to share concerns, and 
we can help to access further support services. 

• Every morning the staff member in the playground is one of our Designated Safeguarding 
Leads. They are always available to discuss worries or concerns. 

• When an Operation Encompass call is received it will always be a DSL trained in Operation 
Encompass who takes the call. 

• We will not call the family to discuss the information, as this may put someone at further 
risk. Families can however, contact the school for support. 

• When calling the school there is no need to give your name to the receptionist, just say “I 
am calling about Operation Encompass please can I speak to a DSL?” you will then be put 
through immediately to a Designated Safeguarding Lead. You could say this even if there 
has been no Operation Encompass call, and you would like support from the school for a 
similar matter. 
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• If you do not feel comfortable calling you can email via safeguarding@overdale-
inf.leicester.sch.uk only Designated Safeguarding Leads have access to this email address. 

All information is dealt with confidentially within school and is only accessible to Designated 
Safeguarding Leads. 

This week staff have received training on Operation Encompass and how it can support 
families.
